Things to remember, 

In Old Kingdom...

Pyramids built; Great Pyramid of Cheops most massive edifice ever constructed

In New Kingdom...

Akhenaten - 1st ruler to worship ONE god - the Sun

Tutankhamen - Discovery of untouched tomb in early '20s sparked resurgence in all things Egyptian, including Art Deco style in architecture, clothing, jewelry & furniture.

Hatshepsut - One of only two female Pharaohs; had one of the world's most spectacular temple's built...

Joseph - Hebrew son of Jacob who became powerful in Egypt because he could interpret dreams.

After series of foreign conquests... 

Cleopatra - The other female Pharaoh, mistress of both Julius Caesar and Mark Antony; a Greek, not an Egyptian, descended from Ptolemy, the general of Alexander the Great who inherited Alexander's Egyptian realms and became Pharaoh.
The Rosetta Stone - Discovery of this stone fragment by Napoleon's army in 1799, a triple recording of a transaction, allowed scholars to translate hieroglyphics. (Stone is today in British Museum in London.)
